McCalllster and Fox disguised
themselves as priests to gain the
confidence of the mountain tribes-
men. They found slavery a gen-
eral practice, With Chinese seized
;n raids on lowland villages held
to work while their masters'
fought with neighboring tribes.

The two followed down one re-

port of a "big-nosed" American
captive to find,, instead, that one
Lolo tribe was holding a north
China native whose size and facial
characteristics led to reports he
was.an American airman.

Another report led to a former
Chinese soldier who had gained a
reputation as a pilot "because he
had once ridden in an airplane,1'

McCallster told the news con-
ference at which tho results of
the search were disclosed that the
Lolos, Instead of being wild, semi-
savage people, as described' in
earlier reports, were Kind and co-
operative once their trust was ob
tained.
