President Colgate W. Dartlcn
ir,ade reference,' to "Mr. Jeffer-
son," thereby showing himself
a -true-blue son of his alma
mater. University of Virginia
men uaually refer to their pa-
tron taint in that fnthlon, Just
as they apeak of their "l«wn"
and their "grounds"—not their
"campus."

"The Beach"
to most natives means Virginia
Beach; "the University" refers
to the Insti tution (it Charlottes-
vlUc: "the Hot" In VtrclntnneHO

Valley, and "the High School,"
to its loyal "old boys," if the
Episcopal HlRh School, Alexan-
dria.

Similarly puzzling to the logi-
cal-minded are certain local in-
flections like the' low-country
pronitnelntlon of "ou" as In
"out," and the "y" that occasion-
ally crops up in "Cyurter," and
"gyarden," Sometimes outland-
era find it amusing to • note a
regional tendency to say Elcg-
•andrla, Newpcr News and Cam-
el—for Alexandria, Newport
News and Campbell.

A, European clothing sizes are
for the most part based on the
metric system, i. e., where the
United States sizes are measures
of Inches, the European sizes
represent the conversion of.
inches to centimeters, Men's
socks and women's hosiery sizes
are In inches, however. One inch
equals 2,54 centimeters and one
centimeter equals .3937 Inches.

A. The Women's Veterinary
Association says that there are
50.. New York heads the list with
13, followed by California with
11, New Jersey with four and
Michigan with three. Connecti-
cut, Kentucky and Massachu-
setts have two each.

A. At present ' the standard
length is 39 feet, having in-
creased from 33 feet and before
that, 30 feet.

A. There are 10 Presbyterian
bodies in the United States. The
Presbyterian Church in the Unit-
ed States of America Is the larg-
est body.

Now he wants to try to estab-
lish the diamond suit. Figuring
West for the king of diamonds
and possibly the queen also, de-
clarer leads the ten-of diamonds.
When West plays the queen,
South lets him hold the trick,
hoping that he originally had
only two clubs.

The only thing West can do
safely now is to lead a spade. De-
clarer wins, leads, the other dia-
mond, and when West plays the
six-spot, the finesse of the jack
Js taken. Then the king of
spades and ace of diamonds are
cashed, and ,the losing clubs are
thrown on dummy's diamonds.
Thus five losers are reduced to
three.
