Take th*x matter of body tem-
perature, for Instance. Today, we
all know that the normal tempera-
ture Is 98.6 degrees and that there
may be a perfectly' normal varia-
t ion of ,1,8 dejrrcfts during the
r.ourse of th f t day, with Mi« lowest
reading In the early morning and
th« highest In thf t late afternoon,
But these facts were not pulled out
of the air; they were established
by a long and painstaking piece of
research undertaken by an Eng-
irllsh physician named Davy just
about HOC yearfl ago,

Hilpful R«iulti
Today ano the r English physician,

JV, Trevor H« Kowo.1), has complet-
ed ano the r nuch service nnd one
•who** results will he jua t as help-
fifl. Knowing tha t , fnr many years
\Y\nrt h«s be«n nomn dispute as to'
th* normal body temperature of
«ld?rly people, Dr, Howi^l set out
to find just how much it might dif-
fer from thnt of adults In their
prime. In ai l , mare than 326 old
men, ranging In ago from 65 to 91,
•were studied, All were up and
About and not in need of medical
treatment or suffering from any
illness. Temperature readings were
taken over a period of a year. /

In taking the temperatures, lv«
"used, a thermometer certified to
register within one-half a minute,
And the thermometer was kept in
place for this t ime,

Lowest Point
Kft found that In many Instances

in elderly persons, the body temper-
Mure did not reach 05 degrees,
"which wan - the lowest point the
thermometer would register when
the temperature was taken under
these conditions. He thus concludedi
1hat temperatures taken this way
are not accurate.

Some doctors t h i n k that in elder-
ly persons the thermometer should
he kept in place for ton minutes to
*et a correct reading. However, few
feeble, elderly people 'could hold a
thermometer In place for more
than five minutes,

Of course, the temperature may
be taken In the rectum nr in tho
armpit. In the patients studied by
Dr, Howell, about the same number
of mouth and armpit temperatures
were determined, He took readings
lasting one, three and five minutes,
and he found that if the thormome-
1*r was left In place for f ive min-
utes, the readings were more than
*. degree higher on the average
thnn when th« thcrftmomoter was
lef t in place for a shorter time.

Jt WHS found that (.hero was a
variation in mouth temperatures
varying from 95,2 degrees to 102 de-
grees, and in armpit temperatures
from 05 degrees to 09,4 degrees.

In genfM it wan learned that the
temperatures of these elt'orly peo-
p!, were somewhat loiter th^n
those found in younger adults. Fur-
Ihermore, the variation In tcmper-
nture or the range of normnl tem-
perature.* Is -much greater than *n
young adults. Thus, when the tem-
perature i* taken in an elderly per-
son, before Interpreting Its mean-
Ing, these -facts concerning varia-
tion In body temperature must be
Jcept in mind,

"There would be nothing to the
story if West had opened his
fourth best of bis longest and
strongest sulf, but he did not, He
knew that Murry's bid of two
spades must be psychic, because
South had gone lo two no trump
Therefore, Went decided thn l Mur-
rv probably had the clubs, and
opened the club ten, v s

South Tield,up for one round, but
had to win the second club trick.
Jhen he decided to stake every-
thing on the diamond finesse. After
all, it was West who had bid the
clubs. But the finesse lost to Mur-
ry's king, and be proceeded to cash
hia five remaining clubs, then led
the eight of spades. Thus his part-
ner wa's able to get in two spade
tricks.

Murry and his partner cashed
nix clubs, a diamond and Iwn
spades, Instead of declarer taking
nine tricks, his opponents took
them, letting the contract five
tricks.
