pie, it might be difficult to find
more than a few dozen truly ob-
jective minds—the kind of minds
that judge everything with sci-
entific and impersonal detach-
ment, without bias, or selfish
interest.

Most people, during their im-
pressionable immaturity, devel-
op or absorb ideas, tastes and
s t a n d a r d s which thereafter
tal quirks that bias judgment,
Their opinion of a statesman's
speech or a mule's bray is deter-
mined not by what it is but
rather by their preconceived no-
tion of what it should be.

He developed the habit of
looking for faults—and scorning
everything that had imperfec-
tions. Nearly all bright young-
sters pass through such a pe-
riod.

But the perfectionist is one
who didn't outgrow it. He still
looks lor a spot on the apple
and rejects the whole apple be-
cause of one spot. He will listen
to a wise and eloquent sermon
and remember only the one word
that was mispronounced.

Fault-finding can be a form
of self-punishment. By picking
out things we can't like instead
of looking lor things we can
like, we make our world un-

But if he does, no-
body laughs. The gentleman
who essays a practical joke to-
day is likely to be rewarded
with a punch on the chin.

The world has grown up too
much to enjoy the cruel and
hurtful practical jokes o- the
past. When the last practical
joker is buried, it would be
pleasant to put him under a riica
tombstone bearing this epitr.ph:

"Having wonderful time. Wish
you were here."

Nobody would begrudge him
this last laugh—as long as we
were sure it was his last one.
