Bayard Taylor, whose inter-
ests were solely travel and writ-
ing and not wealth, was sent to
California in 1849 by Horace
Greeley to report the drama of
the gold rush to readers of the
New York Tribune. "Eldorado1

is the result—a collection of
letters in which he describes
with a fine reporter's hand his
voyage to California, by way
of Panama, and intimate ac-
counts of life in early San
Francisco. Monterey, Sacra-
mento, the gold fields, and
journeys into Mexico.

"The Shirley Letters." on the
other hand, were written by
Louise Amelia Knapp Smith
Clappe, the young wife of a
doctor who deserted San Fran-
cisco for the mining camps on
the North Fork of the Ameri-
can River, to regain his health.
The young woman began writ-
ing observations of her new
life and because they bounce
with rare wit and truth they
began finding their way into
newspapers and magazinues.
These letters, 23 in number and
signed "Dame Shirley," today
are considered among the very
finest to come out, of Califor-
nia's early mining regions.

THE author is one of five
Americans who, following

the famous raid on Tokyo in
1942, became too well acquaint-
ed with our Russian "allies.
Whatever the crew of that ti-25
may have thought of the Com-
munists before the forced land-
ing in Russian territory, they
soon learned the horrible truth.
Col. Emmens remembers the
Russian people as unhappy and
depraved", living in "filth, dirt,
misery and poverty."

It was only after a letter to
Stalin, with a request that they
be given some work to do, that
they were shipped from the
dreary Ural village to a more
pleasant clime in Turkestan.
Apparently the American em-
bassy was unable to do any-
thing for them and it was with
the aid of a Persian smuggler
that they at last crossed the
border into the Iranian town of
Meshed, w h e r e the British
consulate welcomed them.

HORROR TALES, stories of
tragedy and humor, steal

through the pages of this sea-
son's most handsome volume,
"Gallery of Ghosts," an assem-
blage o'f international spectres
recounted and sketched by
James Reynolds.

"Gallery
of Ghosts" is a big handsome
book selling for S10; it is of
rich and weird quality.

THERE IS hardly a question
but that Maugham is one

of the most literate and civil-
ilized writers of the present age,
He takes pains to avoid sham,
and his dealing with humanity
is an honest expression of dra-
matic values. Even though he
may be an irritant with a dry
skeptic's ever-present observa-
tions of life as he sees it, he
still holds a host of readers and
will continue to do so with this,
his own account of his random
doings since 1892, when he be-
came a medical student at bt.
Thomas' Hospital.

Perhaps the most fascinating
thing about this highly person-
al account is the development
of Maugham himself, shown m
his changing values and expres-
sions of values in his writings.
Like many a young man with
intellectual leanings, Maugham
was quite callow in his early
life but later broadened to be-
come a more enlightened skep-
tic with an expanding philos-
ophy to take into account that
a more patient resignation was
a healthy thing. But his eye
and feeling for character never
diminished, and all his life
Maugham will be the cynical
bystander, ready with a note-
book to capture the manners
and morals of humanity to pre-
serve in his own literal/ fash-
ion, which is the fashion of no
other living writer.

Scrolls of Bible Days
Viewed by Throngs

F HAS BEEN a memorable
experience for the thou-

sands who have visited tho Li-
brary of Congress this week to
see the exhibition of Ancient
Hebrew scrolls. This is true not
only for the majority who love
the Old Testament and who be-
lieve in tho Judaic-Christian
concept of religion and philoso-
phy but for every one who is
interested in ancient history
and rare archeological dis-
coveries.

The story of the discovery of
the priceless treasures is more
dramatic t h a n anything set
clown in the Arabian Nights.
One of tho scrolls is a copy of
the complete text of the book
of Isaiah. All were found by a
Bedouin shepherd in 1947 near
Jericho in what is now Trans-
Jordan. Hunting lor a straying
g o a t , the shepherd and his
companion discovered a small
opening in a wall of rock that
led into a cavern. Inside the
cave, the shepherd found large
earthen jars which contained
eight leather scrolls covered
with ancient writing.

The two shepherds divided
their f indings and went at once
to the city to sell them. After
three weeks, the shepherd man-
aged to bring the scrolls to tho

attention of the Archbishop
and Metropolitan of Jerusalem
and Trans-Jordan, His Grace,
the Rev. Athanasius Yeshue
Samuel of the Assyrian Ortho-
dox Church. He purchased the
scrolls; the other shepherd sold
his portion to the Hebrew uni-
versity on Mt. Scorpus.

The m o s t valuable of the
monastery group of scrolls is
the Isaiah manuscript. It is 24
feet long, written in archaic
Hebrew characteristic of tho
Second Century, B. C., on thin
parchment and in carbon ink.
The manuscript is in an almost
perfect state of preservation.

Most scholars believe there
ran be no doubt as to the au-
thenticity of these scrolls for,
following their discovery, the
cave was carefully excavated
by noted archcologists. T h e y
found many specimens of pot-
tery characteristic of the Mac-
cabean period (.165-37 B. <_.).

T ONG A SUBJECT for fasci-
i-t nated speculation, Xew
Orleans is often called the most
distinctive and glamorous city
on the American continent and
in Harnett Kane's sparkling
fashion, the reader is told just
why. Visitors see it only in
retrospect; while a part of its
scene, the impressions pile one
onto another, dimming the
memory of the previous im-
pression by the wonder of the
present.

A book of this nature must
be done carefully, avoiding
what is obvious of historical
significance for that which is
fresh in color and design.

And so modern New
Orleans appears, with excite-
ment just beyond the corner,
and splendor to spare.

-*• the Haydn quartets and
the more of them you know
familiarly, the closer you are
to the composer. It is an ex-
hilarating experience of beauty
too rarefied with genius and
light to be the breath of your
own lungs, yet you breathe it
freely, if vicariously, and are
much the better for it.

The essence ol Haydn s art
and character is. contained in
his quartets much more than m
his symphonies. That has been
remarked again and again but
it always will come to you as a
revelation each time you hear
such a matchless performance
as the Budapest String Quartet
gives the quartet No. 35 in D,
the so-called "Lark." (Colum-
bia; three 12-inch standard or
one side of one 12-inch LP.)

RCA is offering reviewers
for comment the singing of
youthful Mario Lanza, the
tenor who is said to give

promise of eciualling Enrico
Caruso. Lanza does sing like
Caruso; his is a remarkable
natural voice, far advanced in
technical training although he
obviously has work to do yet.
He may well set the operatic
world on its ear before he is
through—provided his talents
are not neutralized by the
temptations to do much less
than he is capable of doing at
a handsome profit, as he has
done in the movies before ever
going on an operatic stage.
Ther* are only two operatic
arias—Rudolfo's cold hand aria
from "La B o h e m e" and
"Celeste Aida." The other four
are two Italian folk songs and
two "pops." tThree 12-inch
standard or 7-inch 45 rpm's.)
