Studio workers are keenly
aware that something has hit
them. Less than half of the
country's 24 studios, with their
72 sound stages suitable for mak-
ing entertainment features, are
operating. Dismissals of large
groups of workers are almost
weekly occurrences.
FIGHT FOB LIFE

Now the fight for life is teing
fought on a number of fronts.
An immediate aim is to shed
some of the tax load borne by
the groggy industry. It pays
about f39,000,000 ($109,000,000) a
rear in entertainment tax alone.
Even the child's four-penny seat
)ays its fraction of a penny to
the state, while just about half of
he costlier admissions are paid
nto the public treasury. The

movies are one of the Socialist
government's best revenue pro-
ducers.

Why an industry so big, and
touching intimately the lives of
so many Britons should be
crushed in a crisis which has
asted so long and is getting no

better, is puzzling to many En-
rlishmen. Its business is vast.

There are about 4800 licensed com-
mercial movies in the United
Kingdom. About 28,000,000 Brit-
ons, and the Irish of Ulster, go
o the pictures every week. There
re enough seats to accommo-
ate 4,200,000 at once. Box of-
ice receipts in 1948 were esti-

mated to be £112,000,000 ($313,-
600,000).
