kill them professionally when
they protest.

Elman's indignation matched
that of Tagliavini, a Metropolitan
Opera star, who complained sev-
eral days ago that young artists
had to "get on the booking com-
pany bandwagon or starve."
Tagliavini cancelled his contract
with Columbia concerts after a
spirited exchange with one of its
directors, Ward French.

French d e r i d e d Tagliavini's
charge that Columbia prevented
him from accepting invitations
from schools and small groups
which could ngt afford a large
fi»e. He said Tagliavini always
demanded at least $3500 or $4000
for a performance.

Elman said he broke with a
giant agency that "tried to dic-
tate to me" four years ago. Since
then he has been taking inde-,
pendent bookings—when he can!
get them. • I

"I'll not support dictatorship,";
he said. "Either a political dicta-!
torship or a musical one."

This is the way Elman said the
monopoly works:

Agencies force young artists to
come to their terms because no
concert manager will hire them
without agency backing. If a
concert manager who has signed
up. for a slate of agency artists
shcJuld dare to squeeze in an inde-
pendent artist, he might lose the
agency slate.

Agencies tell t h e i r artists
where they can go, how much
they will get, and how big a fee
they must pay. If the artist
builds up a big enough following
so that he feels he can demand
a profit, the agency puts him on
the shelf.

"America's worth-while young
talent is perishing under this sys
tern," Elman said.
