Now the U. S. Coast and Geo-
detic Survey has set up an elab-
orate warning system. But offi-
cials say it isn't foolproof.

The giant wave which came
rolling out of the north on the
morning of April 1, 1946, took 157
lives and did $25.000,000 worth of
damage. It left Hawaii with scars
which will take years to heal.

The tidal wave, which originat-
ed in an underwater earthquake
in the Aleutian Islands, altered
coast lines and wiped out roads
which have never been rebuilt.

The island of Hawaii suffered
most. The sea swept through the
center of Hilo's business district
and tore down buildings.

Since then the U. S. Coast and
Geodetic Survey has established
stations throughout 1he Pacific to
warn when tidal waves may be
approaching.

The warning system is not in-
fallible, say Cmdr. J. C. Sam-
mons, supervisor of the survey's
Pacific district, and Roland F.
White, in charge of the service's
