Included in the shows going
off without sponsor replacements
are Cavalcade of America, Bob
Hope, Fibber and Molly, Gilder-
sleeve, Aldrich Family, Father
Knows Best, Screen Directors'
Playhouse, J i m m y Durante,
Truth or Consequences/ Dennis
Day and Judy Canova.

N. B. C. will fill these times,
but will have help from a spon-
sor who has bought 65 half-
hours of time for the three sum-
mer months. This is an average
of six programs a week. Two to

come within this arrangement
are the currently running Night
Beat and Dangerous Assignment
dramas on Monday nights.

In the list of programs to stop
is the Screen Guild Theater,
which, as previously indicated, is
being dropped by its sponsor in
favor of television. It will end
June 29. What its status will be
next season hasn't been deter-
mined.

Among other changes, the
Hollywood Star Theater already
has moved to C. B. S., while This
Is Your Life will go over in May,
b o t h under sponsor arrange-
ment.

At C. B. S. the Burns and Allen
Show, among the items switching
from N. B. C. last season, will
end on May 17 at the decision of
the sponsor. The man and wife
comedy team plan a vacation,
with next fall's schedule to be
worked out

The Faye Emerson Broadway
Interview series which moved
from CBS to NBC television April
15 will be going back on May 21.
At present she follows the^Satur-
day night Revue on NBC. When
she returns to CBS she will get
another favored spot, right after
the Conrad Nagel Quiz, and later
on will move up to the time Im-
mediately following Toast of the
Town.
