This is so common a situation;
that the experienced player rec-j
ognizes it at a glance. He doesn't;
have to go through a step-by-step
analysis as we have just done. He
knows at once that he mustn't
lead that type of suit if he can:
possibly persuade the enemy to
lead it for him.

When today's hand was played.!
the opening lead was the ten of
diamonds. Declarer won in the
dummy and led the jack of hearts
in the hope that East would fool-
ishly cover. As it happened, East
was not one of those misguided
souls who always "cover an
honor with an honor." East
played a low trump, and South
put up the ace, dropping West's
queen.

There was now only one trump,
the king, at large, but the time
was not yet ripe to force it out.
First South had to make sure
that the defenders would be
forced to lead clubs when they
got in with their trump trick.

Declarer therefore cashed his
two top tricks in spades, followed
by his remaining high cards in
diamonds. Then, and only then,
was it correct for him to lead a
second round of trumps.

East won the second trump and
