WASHINGTON. «JJE> The State
Department is warming up to the
idea of using television for propa-
ganda abroad.

It has ordered a special study
of how the plan would work. Of-
ficials said the idea looks better
and better and the department
soon may ask Congress for
money to start a pilot project

States would build television net-
works in such areas as Turkey,
Indonesia, the Philippines, Japan
or western Germany.
