WASHINGTON. Off) The Fed-

eral Communications Commis-
sion has given the go-ahead sig-
nal for the construction of the
ast link in a cross-country tele-

vision network system.
Permits were issued *<> thc

American Telephone and Tele-
graph Co. to bridge the final
Japs by Jan. 1,1952, with a chain
of microwave relay stations be-
tween Chicago and Omaha, and
between Omaha and San Fran
cisco.

A similar microwave system
between New York and Chicago
is nearing completion.

The microwave relay consists
of spaced radio stations which
pick up and amplify the video
signal and "bounce" it on to the
next station.

A. T. and T. will build 55 sta
tions on the Omaha-San Fran
Cisco line .to carry TV across the
Rocky Mountains.

Plans Asked to Curb
Commies in Americas

LA PAZ, Bolivia, June 26. nJJ>
The conservative newspaper E
Diario says Bolivia has called on
the Western Hemisphere foreign
ministers to plan aganst Red ac
tivitles in the Americas.

The paper yesterday quoted
Foreign Minister Pedro Zilveti as
saying the U. S. State Depart
ment and the other Western
Hemisphere foreign ministries
agreed on the vital need for such
conference at La Paz.

East took the ace. East then re-
turned the deuce of diamonds.

"At this point, South had to
make the right play in diamonds
in order to make his contract He
could afford to lose one, but only
one diamond,

"After much d e l i b e r a t i o n ,
South put up the king of dia-
monds, He thought that West
was more likely to be leading
from the ace of diamonds than
from the queen. His second point
was that if he had only an even
chance to guess right on this
play, the play of the king (if
successful) would give him an
extra trick.

"When South's king of dia-
monds lost to the ace, a diamond
return set the contract at once.

"South claims he had been con-
fronted with an out-and-out
guess. North claims that if South
were a real bridge player he
would have known who held the
ace of diamonds. This was an
easy statement for North to
make, since he had been the dum-
my and had had the chance to
look at the hands of the oppo-
nents.

"Should South, without being

able to look at the hand* of the
opponents, have know^ which
opponent held the ace of dia-
monds?"

Yes. South should have known
which opponent held the ace of
diamonds — without peeklng^jU
anybody's hand.

East had already shown up
with the king of hearts and the
ace of spades. If East also held
the ace ot diamonds, he surely
would have taken some action
over North's opening bid ot one
club. He might have been able
to bid one diamond, he might
have bid one heart, or he might
lave doubled. However,, he would
not have passed.

Since South knew that East
had actually passed, he should
have realized that East almost
surely did not hold (he ace of
diamonds. With the ace of dia-
monds thus located in the West
hand, South's only chance was
:o play low on the diamond lead
by East.

There was one other indication
.o add to this deduction from the
bidding. After winning the first
trick, East did not return a dia-
mond but led a club instead. The
club was not an attractive lead
and East would not have led the
club If he had anything better
to lead. If East had held the ace
of diamonds, for example, a dia-
mond return would have seemed
much more attractive to him
than a club return. East's failure
to return a diamond at the sec-
ond trick was therefore an in-
dication that he did not hold the
ace of diamonds.
