Crawford next led the jack of
hearts, and West played the
queen. Instead of ruffing in the
dummy, Crawford discarded dum
my's remaining club!

Now there was no way for
West to give his partner the lead
When he led a second round of
clubs, dummy could ruff. Craw
ford got back to his hand with i
trump to ruff out his last club
in the dummy. He was then in
position to finesse the diamonds

West won the first round oi
diamonds with the queen. If he
then returned a diamond, it
would ride up to South's ace-jack
If West- returned anything else
dummy could ruff while South
discarded the jack of diamonds

It is interesting to see that the
contract -would- have been de
feated if East had been able to
gain the lead once in clubs. Eas
would have returned a diamond
allowing-his partner to win a dla
mbnd finesse. At this point, Wes
copld still get out safely with a
club He could then wait for his
second diamond trick to come to
him.
