Surest Way to Make Contract

De-
clarer knocked out the ace of dia-
monds, and West, desperately in
search of a suit, shifted to a
heart. South won in his own
hand and knocked out the ace of
spades.

Evidently South thought some-
thing had gone wrong with the
bidding.

It was very foolish of Hard
Luck Joe to bid two diamonds
with the North hand. He should
have doubled two clubs for penal-
ties. ...

His partner had opened the bid-
ding with one no-trump, thus
showing almost half the high-card
strength of the deck. North had
about a t r i c k and a half and
c o u l d therefore tell that West
must have the rest of the high
cards and that the East hand
must be a complete bust Cer-
tainly the North-South hands con-
