A letter from St Paul reads as
follows: "You state on the cover
of both your books "How to Win
at Canasta" and "Oswald Jaeoby's
Complete Canasta" that they con-
tain the official laws of 'canasta.
Recently I came across a small
book which also claimed to have
official laws, and its laws were
different from yours. Who makes
the- laws, and under what au-
thority?"

The answer to the question Is
that anybody is allowed to write
a book on Canasta, and make up
laws for the game and call them
official, whether they represent
just his opinion or that of a large
group. H o w e v e r , responsible
writers on card games recognize
the need for one set of laws.

With this idea in mind, the
late William E. McKenney, who
prior to his death wrote on
bridge and Canasta for N. E. A.,
Inc., suggested that a National
Laws Commission be organized.
This commission was organized
in August of 1949.

I am chairman and Mr. Walter
L. Richard of New York is secre
tary. The other members are
John R. Crawford and Charles
Goren of Philadelphia, Theodore
Llghtner, Albert Morehead and
OttiHIe Rellly of New York, Rob
ert Lee Johnston of Los Angeles,
and Ralph Michaels of Chicago.

The first work of the commls
slon was to prepare the Standard
1950 Code, which appears In my
book and In books by other mem-
bers of the commission, and. in
books by many other writers who
recognize the need for uniform
laws and have agreed to go along
with the commission. The laws
have also been adopted by the
Regency Club of New York,
where Canasta really started in
this country, and by the Associa-
tion of American Playing Card
Manufacturers.

We don't claim that our laws
are perfect We are studying
them continually, particularly
with the idea of slmpliylng them
and r e d u c i n g the penalties
Furthermore, our indefatigable
secretary, Mr. Richard, is In
South America right now, talk-
Ing to South American repre
sentatives with an idea to stand'
ardize the laws for the hem!
sphere, and we hope to have such

a standard code available In
.951.

There is no need to worry that
his Hemisphere Code will change
he game materially. In partic-

ular, if someone states that we
are going to make any radical
change In the rules, he it Just
alking through-his hat. because
here just aren't going to be any

radical changes.
The commission is strictly •

non-profit organization. Although
t copyrights its laws. It makes
hem available without charge to

anyone else writing on Canasta.
We can't force other writers to
use our laws, but we can state
:hat any writer who doesn't use
hem is just silly, and is hurting
he game of Canasta, not helping
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
