Sets on wheels, used for the first
:ime in movie history, are said to
be the most-effective ever created
to meet the industry's long search
for mobility, compactness, con-
trolled shooting conditions, extra
compositional opportunities, and
elimination of distant locations.
Various attempts at revolving
stages and sets have been made
before, but never passed the blue-
print phase.

A substaatial eV'.rk of 17th-cen-
tury Paris, with winding streets,
alleys, courtyards, and buildings,
was shot entirely indoors with an
uninterrupted rhythm of produc-
tion. Director Michael Gordon
operated on eight major sets,
which, broken down into units,
served as 36 sets, due to the cyclor-
amic nature of construction. Each
building, complete with walls and
roof, was put on rollers. Light-
weight construction allowed them
to be shifte'd easily by few work-
men, and given new positions in
a matter of minutes.

An example of this was evi-
denced in a mass duel sequence be-
tween Ferrer and 30 swordsmen.
Starting in a section of set that
represented a small city square, the
fight was to continue through nar-
row streets, over bridges and walls,
and into hilly streets. After the
shot in the square was made, onej
of the narrow streets was formed
on the same spot by wheeling over
some of the mobile buildings, and
forming a street to fit ideal cam-
era conditions. Crew and equip-
ment remained in the same posi-
tion as in the previpus shot, but
the set was different.
