He predicted any conversion to
color would be gradual, both in
studios of television stations and
in sets in homes, with the process
being slowed by demands on the
industry arising from the present
national emergency.
SOME SALES LOST

A spot .check across the coun-
try by "the Associated Press
showed public uncertainties over
the meaning of the color decision
had slowed television set sales in
some areas, but that sales were
normal in others.

Most dealers forecast sales
would quickly return to normal
when the public fully understood
the situation—that present black
and white programs would be
undisturbed and that color would
be supplementary and optional.

Set makers continued to direct
criticisms mostly against two fea-
tures of CBS color: The fact
that it is incompatible with pres-
ent standards and can not be re-
ceived on present sets even in
black and white unless they are
adapted, and the limitation of the
size of a color picture to 12Vi
inches at the present stage of de-
velopment in which a motor-
driven color disc is used to give
color to the images.

CBS and the FCC both
have pointed out that develop-
ment of a satisfactory tricolol
direct-view tube would remove
the size limitation and make it
possible to discard the motor and
disc. The commission also said
It made a decision at this time
Instead of waiting longer because
any further delay would have in-
creased the number of sets built
without -provisions for receiving
even black and white images
from CBS color telecasts. This,
it said, would aggravate the
problem of adopting CBS color
ater.
