OUR BOARDING HOUSE Zone Law Revise
Includes Fences

An amendment to the zoning
ordinance to fnclude regulation of
fence height* has been recom-
mended to the City Council by
the planning commission.

That will make it possible for
the commiMlon to permit excep-
tions where a certain height of
fence would work a hardship.

The measure provides that a
fence, wall or hedge In a residen-
tial zone shall not be more than
six and one-half feet In height.

Such a height limit would ap-
ply to aide and back yards where
the distance from either side of
the proposed fence, wall or hedge
to a building wall Is six feet or
more.

It would not apply to residen-
tial lots In a business or Indus-
trial zone, where there would be
no height limit.
