"Every problem with which we
have been wrestling In education
during recent years will be fur-
ther aggravated by the important
defense efforts In which we are
now engaged."

This is the prediction of Dr.
Arthur Corey, executive secre-
tary of the California Teachers
Association, who was in Long

"The supply of elementary
teachers will be further curtailed,
the purchasing powor of teach-
er's salaries will be decreased,
the imperative school building
program will mount and salaries
probably will be f r o z e n , " Dr.
Corey said.

"This is no time for our profes-
sional organizations to be weak
or indecisive. It is not necessary
to sacrifice our children to the
national defense."

"The profligate expenditure of
human and material resources
which will accompany a long pe-
riod of military activity makes
even more important the best
possible education of our children
who must carry on the recon-
struction to follow."
