Mrs. Alice Christensen told
Sheriff Thomas Gibbons that
she underwent the beatings vol-
untarily. One was administered
by her husband.

Neighbors found her uncon-
scious in her home and took
her to Ancker Hospital where
doctors discovered severe welts
and bruises over her entire
body.

A slight and frail woman,
Mrs. Christensen told Gibbons
about the religious cult she | the name
joined two years ago with her ieacjs the
husband and her two sons. She
also has a daughter.

"About 20 of us formed the
group because we were sick
and tired of the junk they were
feeding us in our regular
churches," she said.

The cult, which they referred
to as the "club," had no name
and no connection with other
religious organizations, she
said. .

As part of the weird rites
they observed, she said, mem-
bers flogged each other to
cleanse their souls of sin.

She suffered her first whip-
ping last summer, when mem-
bers felt she needed the devil
driven from her soul.

"I asked for the second beat-
ing myself," she told Gibbons.
"My husband handled the
whip."

Tracing the advances made in
fire-fighting since what he de-
scribed as "the red-shirt days*
he said that no more do firemen
loaf around fire stations with
nothing else to do but look at the

g The chief revealed that all fire-
men are being assigned, from
time to time, to fire prevention
inspection.

Sandeman urged building man-
agers and apartment house own-
ers to co-operate with these fire-
men when they call to make an
inspection.

He praised the work of the fire
department ambulances, which re-
spond to emergency calls.
