There are many kinds of diving
suits, and some of them work on
different lines than others. A div-
ing suit may be fitted with an
electric light which shines from
the helmet, or the light may be
let down separately, as in our il-
lustration.

A modern diving suit is likely
to have a telephone connection.
This allows the diver to spuak to
those in the boat above and to get
messages from them. This is much
better than the old system of the
diver giving signals by tugging on
a rope.
