No TV at Once in Madison

In spite of recent developments In the television

situation, the picture as far as Madison is concerned
Is virtualy unchanged since the lait report in thii
department.

Television, for Madison is still at least 18 months
•way, and perhaps much longer, depending upon

The o n l y favorable change it
the iact' that when television chan-
nels are allocated,. one of those,

- presently in use will be assigned to
the city. And there Is some ques-
tion about the desirability of this
from the viewpoint of the consum-
er, since it will mean that, If he
wanti to receive all Madison tele-
casts, he will have to have a
receiver which will pick up the
ultra high frequencies (UHF) as
well a* the very high (VHT).

Under the present plan, one very high frequency
—In the currently used band—will be asalcned to
Madison, aloni with three ultra hlfha. Three statlona
have applied for llceme»—WIBA, WKOW, and
wise.

At last reports,, WHA had not applied, although
representatives of the. University of Wisconsin sta-
tion had appeared at hearings before; the Federal
Communications (FCC) in support of allocations to
educational and other public institutions.

But, as we have told you before, and as wu re-
ported In The State Journal on Friday, Mar. 83, this

. is a far cry from Madison-made television pictures.

As of now, no-
hearings have been held and no hearings have been
scheduled. In fact, dependable sources insist that
there will be no hearings before autumn.

These hearings usually occupy several months,
sdnee all applications for frequencies near each ether
in the spectrum and for stations near each other

ed on any of them. , " ' 7
Once the hearings are over,'the FCC must con-

sider all the evidence from the standpoints of engi-
neering, service to the areas involved, and financial
and moral responsibility of the applicants. Obvious-
ly, this will consume considerably more time.

If hearings don't begin before fall, you can make

a safe guess that allocations won't come-until long
after that—spring of 1952 at the earliest. ;

- From then-on, it's up-to the winning stations.
They must choose transmiter sites which are

good from an:engineering viewpoint and which are
available for purchase. ' • ' ; • - • .

They must select the transmitter equipment, and
must wait until it is built—and television transmit-
ters aren't made on aswmbly lines; their buildinf is
a relatively slow process.

Then the transmitters must be installed. After
installation comes a testing period to insure .proper

These republics border one anoth-
er and together they make up a
great deal of the area of South
America.
