Naval Salvage
Operation Brings
Death-to Four

EVANSTON, 111., May 7. Off") A
Navy salvage operation ended Jn
tragedy yesterday as four Navy
men were lost in rough Lake
Michigan waters. Eight crewmen
were rescued. !

Hundreds of spectators on thCj
shore, several hundred yards \
away, saw the salvage boat ship
water and sink in 10 feet of wa-
ter in about 30 seconds.

The diving party, using a shal-
low-draft converted LCVP, had
been searching for the body of
Lt. Lavrene F. Nabours, 30,
Lake Zurich, 111., Navy flier,,
whose two-engined jet fighter \
crashed into the lake Friday.

At about the same spot Satur-
day, four Navy men in a small
rubber boat were tossed into the
lake while trying to spot the
downed fighter. All were res- i
cued. i

Naval officers said the LCVP,
a vessel used in amphibious land-
ings, hovered over the submerged
plane as a diver tried to fix a
tow line to it. Unable to do so,
he signaled to surface. The boat
crew lowered the ramp to bring
him aboard and suddenly the
bow dipped, shipping water and
sinking. The diver, still in his
gear, sank immediately and is be-
lieved trapped under the boat.

The Navy listed three victims
i as Frank J. Plocki, 48, chief!
; boatswain's mate. Albany, N. Y.;i
Roy J. Clark, 26, the diver,
Clarksburg, W. Va., and Seaman
William L. Millheim Jr., 21, Phil-

j adelphia. Plocki's body was re-
covered. The name of the fourth
man is being withheld pending
notification of next of kin.
