Answer to Question No. 1
No. The late sociologist, Er-

nest R. Groves, said that every
boy and girl should know well
at least 25 persons ol the oppo-
site sex and date at least 12 ol
them before being qualified to
select one as a mate.

Darwin,
too, recognized this principle.
Only by cooperation can groups
and species survive. Anthropolo-
gist M. F. Ashley Montague,
maintains with additional evi-
dence, that love and co-operation,
not hostility and the fighting
instinct, are the strongest drives
in human nature. He thinks our

schools should teach the "Fourth
R— Human Relations"— how to
get along together — as our chief
defense against communism.
Certainly a bigger idea than
communism.

Answer to Question No. 3
Far more. As pointed out by

Sociologist A. R. Mangus, prob-
lems ol modern life are vastly
more complex and harder to
solve. Second, psychologists have
discovered now astonishingly
childhood- fears, attitudes, and
ideals rule the life ol the adult
The adult has forgotten most ol
these experiences, but they un-
consciously either dog his whole
life, or else add immensely to
his happiness and achieve-
ments.
