Condensed comment on some recent'records: ' '
"The. Louis Armstrong Story,!' on four long-

playing discs. A most remarkable re-recording of 49
Armstrong discs, from his early Okeh pressings with
the original Hot Five (about 1925) through the big-
money successes of the 1929-31 period.

You'll find such classics . as "Heebie Jeebias,"
"Muskat Ramble," by the'Five; "Wild Man Blues,"
by the Hot Seven; "Weather Bird"
and "Basin Street Blues," with
Earl Hines, and "Confessin1,"
"Ding Dong Daddy," and others of
the Jate period. For collectors of
jazz records, this Columbia release
is an absolute "must."

"The Damnation of Faust," with
Jean Fournet conducting. This is
a long-playing version of an older

' recording,, with English text print-
ed in the album. A competent per-
formance, but never brilliant. The
Paris cast includes Georg.es
Jouatte, as Faust; Mona Laurena, as Marguerite,

and Andre Pactat, as Mephistophele*.

"Symphony No. 93, in D Major" and 'The Faith-
ful Shepherd" suite, Haydn, recorded by the Boyal
Philharmonic orchestra-under Sir Thomas Beecham,
The symphony is brilliantly performed; the suite
is a happy, piece. A Columbia LP.

"Sonata, Opus III" and "Andante Favori in F,"
Beethoven, recorded by Joseph Latelner, Disting-
uished playing and first-rate engineering combine
to make these works, on a Columbia LP record, a
fine addition to any library. " - ' ;.. •

Woodpeckers Are Ubiquitous
A week ago I wrote about the

redheaded woodpecker, but this
bird is the only one of several
kinds of woodpeckers 'found in
North America and elsewhere.

Most woodpeckers have -four
toes; two of these point forward
and two backward. Thanks to
their sharp-clawed toes, woodpeck-
ers are able to cling to the sides
of trees while they peck wood.

Pecking wood is their favorit*
way of spending time. They seek
grubs and other forms of -Insect
life. Even If they put many holes
in a tree, ;they seldom do it any
harm. They are, .'in fact, great
friends of trees since they destroy
many kinds of insects which feed
on the leaves and other parts.

Has Strong- Beak
A woodpecker has a strong beak,

and it can drill a hole in a hurry.
Any kind of tree seems to attract
birds of this kind.

Inside the beak is (sharp tongue
•which can be thrust out almost like
a saber. This tongue is somewhat
coiled when not in use for captur-
ing insects; the length of it may
be an inch or more.

More than 400 kinds of wood-
peckers are known, and they live
on every continent of the earth ex-
cept Antarctica. Strangely enough,
one very large island—Madagascar
—is without any of them.

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woodpecker. This bird is green all
over except for a few red and a
few yellow feathers. Besides fol-
lowing the usual woodpecker cus-

tom of pecking into trees for food,
it spends a good deal of time on
the ground, looking for ants which
it destroys by the hundreds.

The ivory-billed woodpecker
has been called "the boss carpen-
ter of the bird world." It is very
large, reaching i lenrth of 21 inch-
es. People often-call it the wood-
cock.

Found chiefly in deep forests,
the ivory-billed woodpecker has
had a hard struggle to keep its
race alive. In former times it was
plentiful in the area from Indiana
Today it is rare outside of the
wooded swamplands of Florida
and parts of the state of Alabama.

California is the home of some

the woodpecker tribe. These make
hole's in trees, and fill the holes
with acorns.

When possible, California wood-
peckers find old trees which. have
partly-rotted trunks. Hundreds of
small holes may be drilled in the
trunft of such a tree, and each may
be filled up with an acorn.

Efforts have.been made to dis-
cover why the acorns are stored in
that way. The birds may be follow-
ing a saving plan, to provide
acorns for themselves during a
later part of th« year. On the
other hand, the acorns become
good places for insects to lay eggs.
The birds drill in, and get the j
