The ex-SS colonel flew to his na>
tive land from Zurich on a Swiss
air liner. He carried a Spanish
passport identifying him as state
less (citizen of no country) and a
writer.
niPolice confirmed a German war-
rant for Skorzeny's arrest as a
fugitive expired six months ago
and no action will be taken
against him now. United States
authorities also''have no charges
pending against him. An Ameri-
can military court acquitted him
of war crimes in 1947 after he
spent two years in jail.
