Answer to Question No. 1
Yes. So can other profound

emotional shocks or frustrations.
Th°y may cause hysterical deaf-
ness, paralyzed limbs, blindness,
stuttering, amnesia, etc. Para-
phrasing psychologist James
Page's "Abnormal Psychology,
hysteria is an effort—usually un-
conscious—to escape facing reali-
ty and to invent plausible symp-
toms to explain inadequacy and
inability to "stand" disappoint-
ment and suffering. In hysteria
trie nerves running to the brain
are perfectly healthy, but the
brain refuses to accept and cor-
rectly interpret their reports.
Answer to Question No 2

In a sense, yes, because the
IQ (Intelligence Quotient) is an
average of a lot of separate abil-
ities. You may be. high in me-
chanics, low in vocabulary, high
in music, or vice-versa. There is
a strong tendency for high and
low abilities each to bunch to-
gether, but everybody has
"strong points." The usual "IQ"
refers to the Terman-Revision

IQ Tests given to children. They
show the teacher where to start
a child in school studies.
Answer to Question No. 3

Nearly all the problems of the
world have been solved by peo-
ple who possessed uncommon
sense.. When we say people
should use their common sense
we really mean they should
think out the causes and use ev-
ery possible fact chat bears on
the situation. Lincoln said "peo-
ple usually wobble right." But
they do so only when they use
high intelligence to follow some
outstanding leader who has un-
common sense. Common, aver-
age, everyday sense is the most
wobbly, undependable thing in
thp world.

Advanced opening of coast to
coast television to coincide with

jthe start of the Japanese treaty
conference at San Francisco on
Sept 4 is producing a number of
changes in plans.

The first telecast will be Presi-
dent Truman's address officially
opening the conference, listed for
7:30 p. m. Sept. 4. It will be car-
ried by the four TV networks—
NBC, CBS, ABC and DuMont—
on a pool basis. It is to be fol-
lowed by other relays continuing
through Sept. 8 for the actual
treaty signing.

For the duration of the confer-
ence the new circuit is to be op-
erated west to east on a tempo-
rary conditional basis. Thereafter
it .will be turned back to the en-
gineering crew of A. T. & T.,
Duilders . of the micro-wave link
which connects the San Francis-
co-Los Angeles relay to Omaha
and the rest of the network.

They intend to devote the re-
mainder of the month to realign-
ing the equipment for regular
commercial broadcast use, which
is to get under way by the time
of the World Series in October,
operating east to west. Then il
will be another month before full
two-way TV transmission will be
normal.

Under these arrangements,
while the first telecast will be
the formal presentation of Presi-
dent Truman's address, it is ex-
pected the World Series will
serve as the means of introducing
the circuit to commercial broad-
cast service. The advanced open-
ing, made at the request of the'
State Department because of the
historical significance of ,the
treaty conference, has necessitat-
ed a speedup of preparations to
enable the best possible opera-
tion. Actually the new circuit
;ot under way for telephone use
ast week end, but with television

calling for more exacting adjust-
ments additional time is needed
to get ready for it.
