mentary "The Silent Million,"
last Friday night, but one thing
is certain; he won't hear the
second half when it's broadcast.

He's the man you've heard re-
ferred to as Mr. X, and when
the second part is released, Mr.
X will be dead. Nearly one mil-
lion persons have died in traffic
accidents and the millionth, Mr.
X, will meet death about the end
of this week, according to word
from the National Safety Coun-
cil in Chicago.

On the day his death occurs,
newspapers and radio stations
throughout the country will be
notified and the second half of
"The Silent Million" will be aired
as early as possible on that very
day.

For those of you who missed
it, I can only say that the broad-
cast last Friday night was one of
the most dramatic and shocking
documentaries this listener has
ever heard. Prize-winning news-
man Cameron Cornell spent six
weeks accumulating 72 15-min-
ute reels of on-the-scene record-
ings of traffic accidents and
deaths. These have been expertly
edited into the two half-hour
shows that- make up "The Silent
Million."

In last week's broadcast f.rom
6 to 6:30 p. m., a time deliber-
ately selected to catch motorists
in their homeward-bound auto-
mobiles, were heard the moans
of traffic victims, the mumblings
of drivers who protested they
had had only one drink, the sol-
emn voice of a traffic officer as
he informed a family of the
»3eath of a husband and father.

In one of the most terrifying,
heartrending sequences this col-
umnist has ever listened to, Cor-
nell caught with his tape record-
er the convulsive weeping of a
mother whose 8-yeafr-old daugh-
ter had just been struck by a
hit-and-run driver, ^creams from
the child, in the background,
were heard as the mother sobbed

over and over, "Mercy, Lord Je-
sus/'
