The system uti-
lizes three or more cameras
which can operate simultaneous-
ly, filming three or more differ-
ent angles of a scene and'getting
long, medium and close-up shots
at the same time.

The Rev. Patrick Peyton, found-
er of radio's Family Theater, pro-
duced "The Joyful Hour," Frank
McDonald, noted film capital di-
rector, directed. Jerry Fairbanks
was executive producer in charge
of production.
