Q. What is ambergris?
A. Ambergris is a product of

digestion of shellfish obtained
from the intestinal canal of

i whales. It Is known to be forced
'out of the body on occasions and
washed ashore. Ambergris is used
as a base for making perfume,
and the best grade has sold for as
high as $20 an ounce.

Q. Which letters of the alpha-
bet are most used?

A. The capital S is most widely
used, while the capital X is used
the least. In the lower case e is
most widely used, while z is used
the least.

! Q. Why is the quarter horse so
i called?

A. The quarter ' horse derives
its name from the early settlers
of Virginia who liked to race
their horses in competition over

'race paths rather than regular
tracks. These paths averaged .one
quarter of a mile. The quarter
horse, a tough little 14-hand horse
with short legs and body, is so
knottlly muscled that the little
pony-like creature might weigh
as much as 1100 pounds. Ranch-
ers have found the quarter horse
excellent as a cow pony for rop-
ing steers. The original sire of
quarter horses was Janus, an
English thoroughbred, Imported
between 1756 and 1780. The par-
ticular build of the quarter horse
has developed through gener-
ations of breeding.
