Two inveterate bad check pass-
erg were commltieed to the medi-
cal center for federal prisoners at
Springfield, Mo., by Judge Pat-
rick T. Stone in Madison district
court Monday.

Two other defendants were
sentenced to correctional institu-
tions for transporting stolen cars
and two were fined $50 each—one
for attempted extortion, the other
for harboring an army deserter.

Purchased Uniform
"I really think I am demented,'

the court wai informed by Robert
J. Mobr, 39, Milwaukee, who has
been in Dane county jail six
months, lie passed a worthless $20
check at a Madison hotel after pur-
chasing a master sergeant's uni
form at an army surplus store, 'and
faced similar charges in Marinette
and Fond du Lac counties involv
ing checks of $400 and $83.

Incarceration no longer is the
cure for him, said Atty. John Hi-
ley, assigned by the court to de-
fend Mohr. The man has a bac
check record a!l over the Midwest,
Riley said, but is .mentally ill, and
passed bad checks involuntarily.
Stone committed Mohr lor six
months' treatment.

Stone revised the sentence of
Marcus Sherburne, Austin, Minn.,
from two years in prison for trans-
porting a stolen car to one year
in the federal medical center as a
probation violator.

Disregards 'Break*
U. S. Atty. Frank Nikolay de-

scribed Sherburne's case as "one
of the most flagrant violations of
probation that have come to my at-
tention." Within a few days after
he was "given a break" in court
hare last fall, Nikolay said, Sher-
burne, had passed several bad
checks in Wisconsin! and Minne-
sota before he was picked up for
a similar offense in Garrison, N.
D.

Pleading unsuccessfully for a
30-day delay to "straighten every-
thing out," Sherburne claimed he
cashed a few bad checks because
he "had to eat" and because pub-
licity in Madison papers had;
"ruined his chances." \

Earl Jones, 28, who drove a stol-
en car to Madison in quest of a
job, he said, was sentenced to one
year in a corrective institution
and Richard T. Saba, Minneapolis,
a parole violator, was committed
to a boys' school for 13 months.
Saba. arrested in Minneapolis last
month for indecent conduct, had
made no effort to repay the $500
cost of repairing a car he had
stolen and wrecked in 1951, the
court was informed.

Madison Man Fined
Kenneth Shaw, 28, of Valley

Junction, who was fined $50 for
harboring Vern L. Rudolph, an
AWOL soldier from Camp McCoy,
claimed that Rudolph "told me he
had a bad conduct discharge."

And William F. Pfeiffer, 55,
Madison butcher, admitted he sent
a threatening letter to a used car
dealer in Brownsville, Tex., "but
I just wanted to scare him," he
told the court.

He claimed the dealer had "beat
'him out of $900" in a trade for a
new car after he had wrecked his
own during a trip to the southwest
last November. He also was fined
$50.

He therefore led a Ipw diamond
from his hand, and finessed dum-
my's ten. East won with the ace
of diamonds and returned a spade,
declarer winning with the queen.
South now led another diamond
towards dummy's queen, and the
roof fell in on him.

Barry Cohen stepped up with
the kin; of diamonds and laid
down the ace of clubs, which he
had saved for just this time.

What eould dummy safely. 41s-

tricks and then switch to hearts.
If dummy discarded the queen

of diamonds. West would cash the
jack of diamonds, thus squeezing
dummy for a second time in the
same hand.

A continuing squeeze is very
rare, but a continuing squeeze ex-
ecuted by a defender comes along
about once in a lifetime.
