The subcommittee cut Iron
urtain escapees to 110,000 and

;he Italian immigrants to 60,000.
But it increased the Greek and
Dutch quotas to 25,000 each.

Congress OKs
Foreign Aid Bill

White House Gets
$5 Billion Measure

WASHINGTON HP) — Congress
approved a compromise bill Mon-
day authorizing the administra-
ion to spend $5,157,232,000 for
'oreign aid during the current
fiscal year which started July-1

The measure, which now goes
to the White House, authorizes
5317,000,000 less than President
Sisenhower requested.

The House first approved the
compromise by a 221 to 109 vote
and sent it to the Senate where
t won unanimous approval by

voice vote.
Spilt Difference

The House originally approved
$4,998,000,000 authorization

but the Senate Jnreased it to
$3,318,000,000. A Senate-House
conference committee roughly
split the difference.

The Truman administration
had sought $7,559,000,000.

The bill is merely an authori-
zation. The actual money for the
military and economic aid is in
separate bills now being con-
sidered by the Senate and House
Appropriations Committees.

The final breakdown of the
authorization includes $2,129,689,-
100 for military aid to Europe
and $250,000,000 for economic
aid.

Billion for Asia
It also earmarks $1,081,620,000

:or military aid to Asia and the
Pacific and $ 4 8 4 , 0 0 0 , 0 0 0 in
conomlc aid to Formosa and

Indo-China.
The Middle East and Africa

would receive $355,212,637 in
military aid while $15,000,000
would be set aside for Latin
America.

The measure also would au-
.horize $200,00.0,000 for produc-
tion in Britain and France oi
equipment needed by the NATO
nations.

The measure calls for cutting
off foreign economic aid by June
30, 1956, and military aid. on
June 30, 1957.

for South to lead a club to dum-
my and try another diamond fi-
nesse.

This was, of course, a fatal
move. West won with the king
of diamonds, cashed his two re-
maining spades, and then led to
his partner's ace of hearts. The
casual refusal to take the first
diamond trick produced a set of
two trucks instead of allowing
declarer to make his contract
with ease.
