""• Radio programs continue to

increased audiences this
over 1952, the network has

revealed.
The current Nielsen report for

Nov. 15-21 shows six NBC night-
time programs with substantial
gains over the same period of
1952, including one multi-weekly
news strip, "News of the World,'
which tops all other network
news programs and ranks second
only to NBC's "One Man's Fam-
ily" in its popularity in the mul-
ti-weekly program group.

Notable in the nighttime au-
dience gain is " Great Artists,
which has increased its audience
by 486,000 homes—increase of
25.8 per cent over the same pc
riod last year.

"Week end," NBC Radio's Sun-
day "newspaper of the air," is
revealed in the same Niesen In-
dex as topping all network Sun-
day daytime programs with a
rating of 3.6, giving the program
an audience of 1,611,000 radio
homes.
