Edward C, Jones, Ft, Atkinson,
a member of the boar/3 of direc-
tors of the American Meat Insti-
tute, said Wednesday that beef
consumption in the state reached
an estimated 270'million pounds.

That's 27 per cent more beef
than in 1951 and the highest in
ilstory, according to Jones, who

secretary of the Jones Dairy
Farm.

U. S. Consumption
Jones reported that consump-

:ion of beef throughout the U.S.
ast year averaged 75.4 pounds
>er person, an all-time high.

The statisticians had to go all
.he way back to 1909 to find the
previous record—73.1 pounds -"
>erson.

But Jones predicted that the
average per person would fal
his year.

"The nation's totai beef prodiic
Ion last year amounted to abou
Z.3 billion pounds, while this
'ear it is expected to decline only
llfhtly to about 12.2 billion

poundi," the packing executive
aid.

The decrease, coupled with the
lation's population. growt£ o:

about 2,000,000 persons, means
the per capita consumption will
be less, according to Jones.

, ' His analysis showed that the
eating habits of A m e r i c a n s
changed considerably in 1953.

"It was the flnt year since 193]
that they consumed more bee
than pork and every indication I
that the same will be true this
year," he continued.

"This switch from a pork-eat
inr nation to • beef-eatlnr nation
is the result of a sizable increase
in beef production and- a marked
drop in pork production," Jone
said.

Total meat production for the
n a t i o n averaged around 152

pounds per person in 1953 and
totalled about 24,2 billion pounds
—an increase of 16 per cent in
two years.

Marketings Up
Last year was one- which saw

large marketings from the rec-
ord number of cattle on the na-
tion's farms and ranches.

In line with the law of sup-
jiy and demand—which governs
the operation ofthe meat pack-
ing industry—the increased cat-
tle marketings were reflected in
lower prices and increased pur-
chases," he said.

Per capita consumption of pork
went from 71.0 pound* per per-
son to 62.8 pounds In 1953.

Jones predicted that pork con-
sumption will go down another
four pounds this year as a result
of the production decline.

"Veal consumption will ad
vance f r o m last year's 9.3
pounds, while lamb consumption
—in line with declining produc-
tion—is expected to drop from
4,5 pounds per person to 4
pounds," he said.
