The earth, said Dr. Slmpaon was originally not a solid at all
but just a molten ball.

C B S news ataff
has had its cam-
eras around a lot
of notable news
e v e n t s , but I
r a t h e r suspect
CBS w a s not
around to record
the origin of the
earth.

make education as absorblnc as
Milton Berle.

Sin«i "Adventure," which Is
the joint child of the Columbia
Broadcasting S y s t e m and the
American Museum of Natural
History, started roughly a year
ago, the scientists and the broad-
casters'have never stopped ex-
perimenting with films and cam-
eras and techniques -to make na-
ture come alive and, above all, to
become visual.

Showmanship and science have
net, as one might have expected,
warred.

There him been surprising

and wonderful camaraderie be-
tween scientists and showmen
and In fact, xome of the most
showmanllke suggertlons for im-
proving "Adventure" hav« come
from scientists, not the show-
men.

I think I aw safe in sajrinc that
"Adventure," as of this writing,
Is the most experimental tele-
vision program anywhere around
and I nope it stays around.

I throw that in only because
"Adventure" has gone without
a sponsor for almost a year now
and the boys are a little nervous
that CBS might drop it if this
situation continues much longer.
I don't know why a sponsor in
search of » preatlge program —
and there are a few — doesn't
pick up the tab here. It's a won-
derful show.

Last Sunday, Dr. Simpson, a
splendidly learned specimen of
a scientist, plunged boldly back
some 70,000,000 years and traced!
the earth's progress from thej
molten earth, through its cooling
period when it rained uninter-
ruptedly for several million years
(and there were films of that,
too) up to comparatively recent
times just a couple million years
ago.

His language about t h e s e
mighty events had a certain sim-
ple grandeur. "There was no soil.
There was nothing but rock, wa-
ter and sunlight." And his dis-
course was brightened by occa-
sional sly touches of humor.

"Mammals are not supposed t«
lay eggs but some of them do.
It's very embarrassing for every*
one."

. "It's extraordin»ry how *ue»
cessful this group (mammals) has
been," he mused at one point.
Yes, it is, isn't it. Mankind (to
name only one mammal), with all
its warts, has done remarkably
well, all things considered, and
I'm happy to see it get a good
notice from Dr. Simpson.

After Dr. Simpson had pretty
well disposed of the earth in its
broader aspects, the program
moved over to a rather more)
specialised subject —, the devel-
opment of the hors* from ths
eohippus, which is about the size
of a fox, to Native Dancer. -,p

This particular lecture wa* De-
livered by Dr. Edwin H. Colbert,
curator of fossils, amphibian* and
reptiles for the museum, and th«
question); were being asked by
John O'Reilly, who is curator of
fossils, amphibians, and reptiles,
for the New York Herald Trib-
une,

I was especially interested • In
this passage because I h a v e
known Mr. O'Reilly,' man - arid
boy, since — well, the earth had
barely cooled—as tosspot, match-
player, country squire and geh«
tleman birdwatcher, and this whs
a whole new facet of his chat*
acter. He acquitted himself re-
markably well and I expect CBS
will have to lock the cameras op
to keep Mr. O'Reilly from wan.
dering. in front of them all the
time now. Show business is a
heady thing.

And "Adventure" is a splen-
didly stimulating intellectual ex-
perience of a Sunday afternoon.
Now. if we could Just find •
sponsor for It ...
