Need an extra cushion that is
bright, but practical? Perhaps the
outdoor swing or chair rates a face-
lif t ing or the top of bench or win-
dow »»>at could be made more com-
fortable if a pad were used.

In either case you might consid-
er one of th<> n^w, bright-colored
plaMic fabrics for the covering.
Cutting and sewing the smooth
nonwoven material isn't as baff-
ling: or as d i f f icu l t as you might
suppose, if you bear in mind a few
basic points.

A practical-minded interior dec-
jrator. Pat Harvey, often uses plas-
tic fabrics. particularly where
•ase of maintenance and provision
tor strenuous use are Important. I
idmlred a bright-red topping on a
black, wrought iron bench, and
Miss Harvey told me how she did
It. Local sewing center experts csn
give you detailed help if you need
It.

First, remember that plastic fa-
brics are usually firm and heavy,
so they lend themselves best to
tailored effects. They have no
grain and may be cut in any di-
rection. Strips for a corded edK«
are cut from the straight of thema-4
terlal. since there Is no bias.

Second, the smallest hole will en-
courage a rip. Never pin or paste
plastic pieces. Mark seam lln^s
with chalk. Baste with tape. Don't
try to press out wrinkles: the Iron's
heat may melt the fabric. Hang the
fabric over a door to remove wrin-
Kles. When cutting the plastic, hold
pattern pieces In place with a
weight.
. Third, when stitching plastic on
the machine, use a fine needle,
mercerized thread, light tension,
light pressure and a long stitch.

Sewing center teachers assure us
machine attachments may bc'u'ed.
To use the hrmmer. thread a hand
n»edl«- and draw the point Of the .
plastic into the scroll, pulling wi th |
the thread. No need to fold edgo< j
under whon using the binder, as ]
plastic doesn't fray. Sprinkling fab-
ric surface with talcum powder
gives the gatherer or ruffler a bel-
ter grip.

In the case of the cushion, how-
ever, the cording foot is the only
attachment needed, and this is us
ed as If you were stitching ordin-
ary fabrics.

Miss Harvey's cushion has a
four-inch-thick stuffing of foam
rubber, made by gluing two piece*
two Inches thick together. The
cushion is 24 Inches square so that ',

Measure careful ly before cut-
ting fabric for your cushion. Use
an accurate tape, and 'be sure
that scissors are SHARP.

two pieces of plastic 25 Inches
square were cut to Allow for seams
The boxing strip is 96 Inches long
(you may need to piece to get the
necessary length) , and five Inches
wide.

Enough coidinj; for top and hot
torn Is assembled from straigh
strips of the fabric.

Stitth cording to top and boxing
strips on all four sides. Attach bot
torn section to three tides of box-
ing strip. Trim seam allowance to
one-fourth inch and tr im corners.
Turn right-side-out, gently pokinjj
out corners. Sew on a. strip of
snaps on rach edge of the opening
and insert the foam rubber cushion.
Snap together.

Au|[. »-'AP)
j President Syngman Rhee of South
I Korea left for hom*> today, coatV
dent that the United States and Ko-
rea can brine about the unification
of his homeland.

The Tt-year-old leader of Korea
boarded a Pan American plane for
Hawaii. He will remain there until
Wednesday, then continue home-
ward.

Before he entered the plane. Rhee
read a statement in which h*
thanked the people of the United
States for their reception of him
and his party.

"I am returning to Korea Im-
mensely encouraged, and I shall be
able to tell my people that the Uni-
ted States is standing with them
in their fight for a united, free and
Democratic country." he said.

"My talks with President Elsen-
hower and other officials of the
American government have been
fully satisfactory, and the resul'
will become apparent in* the due
course of time. In fact, the U. 8.
government and people deserve and
have the undying thanks of Korea
for what they have done, and for
what they are doing, and for what
they will do in the future.

"It Is also gratifying to observe
the increasing American awarenens
to the dire menace that commun-
ism holds for this mightv nation
and for all the other countries of
the free world.

"It Is obvious that such under-
standing must precede the taking
of resolute steps to stop the com-
munists and then to drive them out
of the territories that they have
seized by force.

"I have every confidence that
standing squarely together, the
United States and Korra can brini;
about the unification of Korea and
lend the world toward a permanent
peace of justice and freedom."

Washington to appeal for aid In
halting the spread of communism in
Asia.
