Joan and Do-
lores- cue the film to notify produc-
tion that the film is 15 seconds
from the finish, and they also ad-
vise the editors and engineers as
to the audio and video content and
..quality.

The film i* then prepared for
telecasting by Ian Sanna and
Vincent Esposito, the film edi-
tors. They splice video com-
mercials to the filmed pro-
gram, cutting or adding, as
needed to time everything pre-
cisely to the time allotted on

'the program schedule. The
fi lm is then re-reeled and pre-
pared for projection.
Tony Cacase, department mes-

senger, brinsrs thp film to the trans-
mitter where it is prelected and
then returned by messenger to the
film department.

There the film is broken down
into its original form and shipped
out to its next destination.

This is the smooch operation,
things as theoretically -planned. Ac-
tually the film department has u
lot of work supplying: video mate-
rial and assistance to the produc-
tion department—cooperating with
the news commentators and sports
directors to integrate film clips in-
to their shows as well as commer-
cials.

The film department also cata-
logues several libraries of film,
permanent and borrowed, especial-
ly public service film that is uaed
for a particular benefit or for edu-
cation responsibilities to the view-
ers, a very special and practical
aim at WNHC-TV.

Keeping track of the film In
every phase of the operation is
Ernest Olivjen, the film director.
He masterminds the system and
methods used in the operation and
irons out any kinks that inadver-
tently come up. If, for example, an
ordered film is not at the station
48 hours before it is scheduled, he
has to telephone, wire, or some-
how contact the agency or net-
work that has the film and have it
sent in time to be washed, pre-
viewed and edited.

To expand with the film indus-
try and best service television's
needs is a challenge obviously
relished bv Mr. Olivieri and his
staff at W>THC-TV. The importance
and impact of the television indus-
try today depends largely on the
quality of the film issued and the
workability of the station film de-
partments.

New Invention
A itew invention permitting a

performer to be prompted absolute-
ly invisible and undetectable to the j
television viewers has been tuc-
cessfully demonstrated for the first
time on WNBT, Bill Berna, WNBC-
WNBT director of news and spe-
cial evenu has announced.

The prompting- attachment, call-
ed the "Gerard Eyeline Monitor,"
is being tested by technical per-
sonnel and on closed circuit demon-
strations under the supervision of
Mr. Berns.

The "Eyeline Monitor" is at-
tached in front of the camera lens
(either a live camera, or a motion
picture camera*. In addition to the
new devices permitting the per-
former to look straight into the
camera lens and consequently di-
rectly Into the eyes of this audi-
ence, a further advantage of "Eye-,
line Monitor" is that the set of
lenses on the live television cam-
era can be used at any position de-
sired, not tying up one by making
It necessary to keep a particular
len* in use.

The "Gerard Eyeline Monitor-
was invented by Edmund B. Ger-
ard, motion picture cameraman.
Patent* hav* been applied for and
at present Mr. Gerard and WNBT
are working on plan* for the fu-
ture employment of the "Eyelin*
Monitor" on WNBT r e g u l a r l y
scheduled programming.
