Cohen said Andersen didn't
know if the- other could swim, so
hn jumped in- aftor him.

Second Mate Hans Rasmussen
went aftor-'hoth men in a lifeboat,
but forgot to close the seacocks
and the-boat "was• swamped.

The mate and Andersen were
up by a ferry. '
