Reagan, an out-door* fan who
lives on his 357-acre ranch in
Lake Matibu, Calif, was born
in Tampico, III., Feb. 6, 1911, the
younger of two sons. Hit par*
ents are John Edward and Nel-
lie Wilson. His father1*, parents
were born in County Cork, Ire-
land; his mother is of English*
Scottish ancestry and is des>
cended from Lord Napier who
set the foundation for Maritime
law.
When Ronald was 10, his family

settled in Dixon, HI., where his
father became a shoe merchant. He
was graduated from Dixon high
school in 1928. As a student he play-
ed basketball, football, entered
track meets, became interested in
English composition and dramatics,
and was president of the student
body.

Waited on Tables
For seven aummers, in his high

school and college days, he worked
as a life guard at a resort near
Dixon. A scholarship paid half his
tuition and living expenses which
enabled him to enroll in Eureka
college, where he added to his In-
come by waiting on tables at the
Tau Kappa Bpsilon fraternity
house, where he was a member.
He also worked as a swimming in-
structor.

Reagan majored in economics
and sociology because these sub-

jects allowed him free time for dra-
matics, football and politics.

He won yarsity letters in football,
track and swimming, was given
honorable mention in a drama con-
test sponsored by' Northwestern
university, and In campus politics
became president of the college stu-
dent body.

After getting his BA degree la
1932. Reagan set his sights on be-
ing an actor and decided to audi-
tion as a Mdio announcer. He map-
ped out a list of radio stations in
the Midwest, borrowed' the family
auto and at -his first stop, in Dav-
enport, Iowa, did so well in an au-
dition of a baseball game that the
program director gave him a job
on the local station. When the sta-
tion became a part of a national
network, his coverage of major
league basketball, Big Ten football
and other sports won national at-
tention.

First Movie Contract
While in Los Angeles covering

the Chicago Cubs training camp
near Catalina island, Joy Hodges,
the singer, introduced him to an
agent who got him his first screen
test at Warner's. His first movie,
"Love is on the Air" (1937) showed
him in the role of radio commenta-
tor.

In World War H, Reagan was in
the Army from April, 1942 to De-
cember, IMS, and had obtained the
rank of captain when discharged.

In 1948 he was one of a group of
Hollywood actors who gave a com-
mand performance before the Roy-
al family in London. In 1949, he
signed a four-year contract for one
picture a year with Universal-In-
ternational.

Reagan became active in the
Screen Actors Guild in 1941 and was
elected a member of its four-man
ward of directors, in 1946. A year
ater he succeeded Robert Mont-

gomery aa president, filling Mont-
gomery's unexpired term when the
alter resigned because his role a»

director made him ineligible to
lold office. Reagan was reelected
the following year and served as
president of the Guild from 1949 to
1951.

In 1949 he was selected as chair-
man by the-Motion Picture Indus-
try Council organization which
represents nine major actor, labor
and management groups with 35,-
XX) members.
