He recorded Yugoslavia's deci-
sion to pursue her own Independ-
ent policies. He said he had no
intention to break off relations
•with Britain. France and the Unit-
ed States, which proved "at the
most trying moment that they
\vere our friends." Or to drop ef-
forts to improve this country'8 re-
lationship with Russia.

He acknowledged Yugoslavia has
reestablished normal relations with
the Soviet Union, expressed hop*
that they would "improve even
more . . . on a basis of equality."
and said Russia now considers Yu-
goslavia, an "independent a n d
sovereifin country, which Stalin in-
fused to do."

(Tito thus became the first com-
munist chief of state to denounce
Stalin publicly and to praise t!ie
new leaders of the Kremlin for ie-
nouncinc policies of the dictator
who died in March 1953. When
Stalin ruptured Soviet-Yugoslav re-
lations, he denounced Tito as a
fascist and a henchman of Western
imperialism).

Speaks Before 35.000
Tito spoke before a crowd offi-

cially estimated at 33.000 in this
Adriatic port city which was in-
corporated into Yugoslavia last
month as a result of a comprom-
ise settling this country's nlnt>-
ycar-old feud with Italy over the
fu ture of the territory of Trieste.

He rejected any possibility of
Yugoslavia's participation in a So-
viet-proposed conference on Euio-
pean security, saying that, while
it was a "fine idea." it was doom-
ed to failure because only a limit-
ed number of countries would par-
ticipate.

Tito spoke for almost 45 minutes.
He was accompanied here by sev-
eral members of his powerful fed-
era! executive council.

All the emphasis of his address
was on Yugoslavia's policy of In-
dependence from domination by
either the East or the West. This
could be considered of some sig-
nificance in view of speculation he
might attempt to promote ft "third
force" in world affairs.

"It would be stupid." i.e said, "to
object to our negotiations for Im-
proving relations with the Soviet
Union" and Yugoslavia would ig-
nore any such objections from the
West.

But he added that Yugoslavia ad-
vises Russia and the other Eastern
countries "that we cannot improve
relations with them at the expense
of relations with the Western coun-
tries."

Pays Tribute to Aid
He paid tribute to the economic

help Yugoslavia received In the
lean years between 1948 and now.
Speaking of the Big Three Western
powers, he said that "so far theie
countries have not shown they are
our enemies, but at the most try-
ing moment that they were our
friends. We have no reason to
break with them and we have no
intention of breaking with them."

"Those In the West who hooe
Yugoslavia will one day turn
against socialism and join some
imperialistic camp should rcalirs
their wishes are futile," he said.

"On the other hand. It should he
clear to the East that Yugoslavia
hag no intention of returning to
the position that it occupied In
1948."

Just about th« time you get A
hardwood floor riflnlihed, some-
thing: comes along and leaves
a big scratch right In the most con- i
npicuous spot. Now when this hap- j
pens, you don't have to reflnlsh the
floor all over again. All you have
to do i* apply a little first aid treat-
ment to the scratch.

If the scratch is only in the finish
—not In the wood itself—you can
often get rid of It by rr.bblng It
out with steel wool and a little
turpentine. Dampen the steel wool
In the turpentine and then rub over
the scratch in the direction of the
wood grain. If the finish on the
floor is shellac, you can often take
out the scratch by \vlplng over it
with a cloth dampened in denatured
alcohol. ' |

Many scratches go right through
the finish and Into the wood itself.
These are more complicated to re-
move. What you must do first is
to remove the finish from Around
the wooa. This can be done with
medium sandpaper. Sand in the di-
rection of the wood grain. Next you

Select a filler that comes close to
matching the color of th« wood.
Many wood fillers can be tinted
with stain to match various shades
of wood. Use a brush to work the
filler into the scratch and when the
filler Is dry, sand It down so that
it's level with the wood around It
and has a nice smooth surface.
