Rise Above Luck

It's very natural to rejoice when
your luck if good and to feel a little
aad when your luck is bad: Only
rarely do you get the chance to rise
above bad luck, as my friend,
Henry Chanln. did In the bridge
hand shown today.

Chanin knew that he was bid-
ding the South hand to the hilt.
His partner's first response showed
a count of 16 or 17 points, which
meant that the combined count waa
only 31 to 32 points In high cards.

Nevertheless Henry pushed ahead
to the slam in spades. This was
•lightly optimistic, but far from
unreasonable.

West opened the Jack of clubs.
and Chanln considered his best line
of play. Let'a consider the hand
along with him. Since we can see
all the cards we can tell that both
finesses in diamonds and the finesse
in clubs are doomed to failure.
Moreover, the hearts are not goin?
to break 3-3. In short thr luck la'
almost as bad as It could be.

Chanln couldn't tell that he wa*
going to run into such bad luck, but
he found a way to get around It
anyway. He won the first trick with
dummy's ace of clubs and ruffed a
club with the queen of spades. He
got back to dummy by leading the
low trump to dummy's eight and
ruffed another low club with the1

king of spades.
Continuing his plan. Chanln led

the ten of spades to dummy's jack
and ruffed out dummy's last club
with the ace of spades. This cleared
up the entire club suit and left de-
clarer without a trump In his hand.

Chanin next led a heart to
dummy's king and led the nine of
spade* to draw West's last trump.
East and South each discarded a
diamond on this trick.

It was no time to try out tho
hearts. Chanin cashed the ace and
queen of that 'suit, discovering
that East was then left with the
jack of hearts. Declarer promptly
led his last heart, giving East the
trick.

At this point East's last two
card* were diamonds, and he had
to lead up to dummy's , ace-queen,
giving dummy a free fincs*.'Chanln
thus lost only one trick, making his
slam contract.

You, South, hold: Spades 9-4.
Hearts Q-J-7-3. Diamonds 8-5, Clubs

course, a very strong bid. but your
partner should have at least 14
points In high cards for his double.
You have 10 points in high cards, a
good suit, and strong support for
the unbid major. You know that
game is extremely likely and you
must convey this information to
your partner.

Many parent*, however, not only
fall to curb thl* tendency but act-
ually encourage it. You may be one
of these without evn realizing It.

Problem Parfnt* •
There Is no such thing: *Jt a pro-

blem child. Usually, it's problem
parents who are at fault for a mis-
behaving youngster.

There is no one ilmple -method
of making n. child behave. I'm not
going to advise you to use *panklng
ax a cure-all. It just won't work.
But if you use your head, instead
of a strap, you'll get. pretty goo*
results, just remember, a child
disobeys only when you .tell htm
"No!"

Now, how can you make your
child behave?

The ideal time to begin teaching
him, of course,-is when he is an
infant. And that to often when
many parents make their first mis-
taken.

First of all. you must net an ex-
ample for your child. You can best
teach him what i* proper or im-
proper by what you do in his pres-
ence. Good habits are more easily
caught than taught.

and before long, he'll do them with-
out being told.

Better Be Careful
You. must however, be careful

not to give your child the idea that
he does these things just to please
you. If you do, he'll only use this
power to get more attention.

Don't coax him either. He should
learn that he must do certain
things simply because It's the right
thing to do. Usually, you can ex-
p'laln why' you want something
done If the child thinks an explain
at-on is necessary. Most'of the time
he won't.

Don't Force the Child
It's not wise to force a child to

do anything, as many of you have
probably found out. The more you
try to force him. the more he will
resist, and the more contrary he
is likely to become. All children
have a contrary streak anyway,
some more than others.

You should be calm and though'.-
ful, and your home should be plea-
sant and peaceful. If you get ex-
cited and angry and shout. It's like-
ly your child will become noisy and
easily angered.

Nervous Parent, Nervous Child
When his parents are nervous, n

child is nervous. A youngster needs
a feeling of security. A mother and
father give him this If they are
calm and self-confident.

Many times, aggressive behavior
is merely a mask for insecurity.
The braggart or bully-in your neigh-
borhood—I hope he's not your child
—In all probability la a youngster
who is insecure and unhappy.

His bluster is only an attempt to
conceal his fears, not only from
others, but from himself as well.

I have noticed that children k'O
home promptly when there is some-
thing to go home for. For them.
Few 13-year-old children have the
maturity to enable them to think
of other people first. That r.omrs
in time and through experience.

Each boy and girl has his own
set of values. Most of them arc
closely related to themselves. Their
wants and feeling are the first and
foremost. If they know that wait-
ing for them at home will be some-
thing good to eat. If they can take
a pal along to share It. they will
lose no time getting there.

Children work hard in school. Af-
ter a session of study, work they
are tired in mind and body. There
are people who do not believe that.
They think that sitting at a desk
listening to a teacher or writing
on a bit of paper is an easy way
of filling In a few hours.

Home
should be ap lace to. come back 10
srioul be a place to come back to
with homecoming are pleasant
there will be no such feeling.,'

These memories are powerful In-
fluences. Maybe the thought of the
sympathy and affection that waits
for him is pulling him home. May-
be the memory of his pet waiting
at the gate or the cheerful orderly
room that his mother's face and
her welcoming smile that puts
speed in his feet. Something of the
like there must be.

If he is met by "Where have you
been? What kept you? Here I've
bcon waiting all afternoon for you
to go to the store. Hurry now and
don't stop to loo.k or talk. I've plen-
ty for you'to do,"'he Is not going
to strike fire on the stones getting
home.
