Mr. Cantelli will conduct the
orchestra in Mozart's Overture
to "The Marriage of Figaro"
and Moussorgsky's "Pictures at
an Exhibition." in the orches-
tral version bv Ravel.

Long Record
It was 31 years a?o that the Cal-

vary Baptist church in New York
city first went on the air with its
Sunday sermons. Today the Baptist
temple on West 57th street broad-
casts its radio programs over
WMGM every Sunday from 11.30
a.m. to 12:30 p.nujind-agam from
8 to 8:45 p.m. ~~"

"Great strides have been mad?
In radio since that day in the win-
ter of 1923 when the Calvary Radio
Ministry broadcast its first service
over the facilities of its own sta-
tion, WQAO," Dr. John S. Wimbish,
pastor of Calvary Baptist church,
observed last week. "The cumber-
some crystal set has been, replaced
by a aeries of 'new models,' one of
the last of which awakens its own-
er to music in the morning, rather
than tha noisome alarm clock.
Some of the more deluxe sets even
start ths coffee percolating.

"Yes, there have been many
changes in radio, but one thing
has remained unchanged — the me»-
sage of the Changeless Christ as
broadcast from the auditorium of
the Calvary Baptist church unin-
terruptedly for the past 31 years.
Down through the years, the faith-
fulness of our listeners has kept us
on the air, and if we continue to
send forth the Gospel, it will be due
to continued loyalty of our radio
friends."

The Calvary Radio Ministry, old-
est gospel broadcast in the world,
also short-waves its messages over
HCJB, Quito, Ecuador, every Sun-
day at 4 p.m.
