The Department of
Defense, the commission report
3aid, should establish a director of
transportation to oversee, coordin-
ate and consolidate the military's
world-ranging hauling systems.

Rep. Chet Holifield (D-Calif), a
member of the commission, took
exception to eight of the commis-
sion's 21 recommendations. Without
direct reference to the proposal for
a, military transport czar, Holifield
said he. believed "the principle cf
overall c i v i l i a n policy control
through GSA. is sound and should
be preserved."

Holifield aaid. President Eisen-
hower and Secretary of Defense
Wilson had rescinded a 1949 order
of former President Truman which
directed that tha military establish-
ment follow transportation policies.

CHICAGO, April 3. — (AP) New
accusations of collusion by city offi-
cials in organized gambling, and a
denial of "ghost voter" registra-
tion, today marked the stretch
drive In Chicago's mayoral race.

Backers of both candidates —
Republican Aid. Robert E. Merriarn
and Democratic organization leader
Hiehard J. Daley — predicted vic-
tory in Tuesday's election.

There was no letup in campaign-
ing as both contenders took to
television for llth hour exhorta-
tions.

Details of secret reports by in-
emergency crime investigating
committee, officially suppressed
by the committee's democratic ma-
jority, were printed in newspapers.

The latest disclosures reported
alleged phone calls by gamblers to
telephones assigned to three Demo-
cratic officials — two aldermen
and one alderman-elect Also re-
lated were accusations that pro-
prietors of gaming dens were ap-
parently notified repeatedly of
•'heat" following phone tips on their
operations by committee agents tu
two police captains.

Another Merriam charge, that 2,T
9S2 "ghost" registrations were
discovered on the Chicago voting
rolls was termed "pure myth" by
Col. Theodore Isaacs, attorney for
the Chicago election board.

WASHINGTON, April 3 — (AP>
The Census Bureau said today a
survey of 4,000 state and local gov-
ernments has turned up public
•works plans vrhich, if carried out
in full, would mean ihe expenditure
of about 2? 3-* billion dollars.

The plans range alt the way from
projects financed and ready to go
to paper dreams.

The survey, covering all 48
states, took in 475 counties, 1,446
municipalities, 1,OS2 school districts,
and 1,036 large special districts,
such as water districts. Together,
the Census Bureau said the units
surveyed j accounted for 82 per cent
of all state and local government
expenditures for construction in
1953.

The plans reported were exclu-
sive of work scheduled to start
before June 30, 2955 and also ex-
cluded state and local projects for
which federal aid has been ap-
proved.

By far the biggest category of
planned public works projects is
highways. The accounted for con-
struction outlays totaling $9,174,000,-
000 plus $1,595,000,000 for land
acquisition.

Next came educational projects
totaling $3.865,000,000 for construc-
tion and ?133,000,OOQ for land.

The states and municipalities re-
ported plans for new sewerage facil-
ities costing, $2,429,000,000 and water
supply system projects costing 52.-
057,000,000. Projected residential
'housing would cost $1,411,000,000.

Altogether, some 5,620 of the
total of 71,B39 projects reported
were ready to be carried out, at a
cost of $1,983.000,000.

An additional 17,215 projects,
costing $6,190,000,000, c o u l d be
brought to ready-to-go status in
six months.

The remaining 48,804 projects,
with estimated costs of $19,537,-
000,000 were "programmed" for the
future.

Eurinff tha first three months of
1855, the joint report said, private
expenditures accounted for three
quarters of all new construction
activity. Total construction during
the'three months came to a record
SS.400,000.000, 13 per cent higher
than in the first quarter of l a s t
year.

Public outlays in the first three
months of this year, about 2 1-4 bil-
lion dollars, were 4 per cent under
expenditures during the first quar-
ter of last year. The report attrib-
uted this to declines in public hous-
ing activity and most types of di-
rect federal coo struct! on. T h e
shrinkage in federal construction
expenditure more than offset con-
tinued expansion of state and local
public works.

Private residential building dur-
ing March, the report said, increas-
ed "slightly less than seasonally'
from the exceptionally high Feb-
ruary level.

Nevertheless, outlays for new
private residential building during
March set a record for the month,
and filled out a record first quarter
of 53,300,000,000, That was an in-
crease of .more than 35 per cent
ovei private home building in the
first quarter of last year.

Other types of private construc-
tion which set new highs in the
first quarter of this year were com-
mercial, religious and educational
buildings.
