STUCK WINDOW SASHES

Our little problem for today ia
getting A atuck aaah open And one*
t'a open, getting it eo it,won't get
tuck again. Now. thare. Are. two

cauaea for A atuck aaah. On* U that
nomrone hni btf.n too generoua with
paint and th* other ia that th* aaah
haa abiorbed motiturn and hai ex-
panded ao thAt It'a atuck tight in
th» frame.

If paint li th* caui* of th* trou-
bl* you may b« able to fix thing*
up by running A-knlf* down along
th* *ean wher* th* aaah And th*
atop bead meet. Thl* apot la likely
to hav*. b»n aealed by paint and if
you can cut through thla paint aeal
with th* knife, th* aaah will mov*,
You may alia be abl* to mov* ih*
aaah by prying up from th* bottom
hut her* you hav* to b« careful
not to dent the laah or th* alll.

When A aaih juit won't budge,
th* beit aolutlon la to gently pry off
th* atop bead BO that th* aaah can
b« pulled out of the fram.Eiamln*
th* edge* of th* run and if there
ar* any Accumulation* of paint,
aand them off. Put th* aaah tack,
into th* J.-Ain* and check to «»• If
It optntM eaally. If it doetq't
aand or gently plan* Jutt ex thin
fl!m of wood off 'th» edgea until
th* aa»h doM mov« *Mlly. Now coat
tha edgea of th* aaah with A wood
preifTvatlv* or'Hnieed oil ao that
th* expoird wood won't abnorb rnola-
•.ure, It'a beat not to Apply paint tu
thla *dg*. Rub aom* paraffin or
wax on 'th* edg* r? th* aaah And
put It back And replac* th* rtop
bead. You shouldn't bar* Any
• rouble now unleaa th* next Urn*
th* wlniow I* i>alnt*d, aomeon*
pour* paint Into th* **AIB between
aaah And frame.

But. if th« hAblt eontlnu?* ••
he crnwa older, it •hould b« curbe<*.
Cured at School

If he ctlll iiicka hU thumb by
this time h« fnltr* BCiiool. hr will
be ridiculed by the other- children
and that will .make him drop th*
habit fast. Thin Isn't the beat .cur*
to b« iur>, but It'll effective. I
think, though. you'Jl want to
break him of thli habit lone be-
fore he. la of echool age.

I don't bellev* you'll hav« much
luck,'with mechanical deylce* auch
j*» mtttenH, cuff», thumb-cuarde
or «dheilv* tape. Puttinr bitter-
taatint: (UbaUnceji on your-younj-
ater'* thumba won't do much, good
either,' Inatead of corrertlnr the
trouble, thei* thlnx« mlirht make
your child want to *uck «v«n more.
Scolding, or nagginr an older child
won't cur* him and might-only
make him .unhappy and feel
guilty. , - ' ' "
Keep Him Buiy ' ;

You've got tr> determine the I
cause for hia thumb-tucking. I
think you'll usually flnd a child of I
one, two or three, or «ven older,
will «uck hia thumb when he'a bored
or tired. Mayb* he'a playing too
hard, or maybe he'a not playing en-
ought. ,WAtch him. If he tirea too
eaaily, iilow him down «. little.

On the other hand, maybe he
ahould be kept bualer than he U.
Give him aeveral toyji to play 'with
keep hia curiosity aroiued, keep hi*
hand* busy.

Fru»trated youngatert .1 n p< • -
tlmea »uck their thumbi. It U im-
portant to coniiider carefully all of
your chtld'a requ»*ti i^nd queitloni.
Don't come out with an automatic
"No" juat becAuee you're bu*y at
the moment.

Here'* Another tip. Try giving
him *ome chewing gum. Quit* fre-
quently thla U an effective cure. Or,
if your child In old enoguh, try to
reason with him. Maybe you'll flnd
that rewarding him for not aucktng
hl» thumb will help him break the
habit.
