ADA made public & caustically
worded letter to Mr. Eisenhowei
in which Rauh said Mrs. Hobby and
her department had "abdicated res-
ponsibility1 in the fields of health

'and school aid and social security.
' Mrs. Hobby'i negligence in thr

Saik vaccine program is typical of
a. two->par rptord of evasion of the
tasks for which her department
was chanted wi th responsibility,"
Rauh said.

ADA is a. self-styled organization '
set up to advance principles of the j
new deal Rauh is a Washington I
lawyer.

In place of Mrs. Hobby, he wrerfp
the President, "the country needs
someone w h o lives in the real world,
where people seek compassionate
and imaginative aid in their quest
for health, pducation and welfare "

After accusing Mrs, Hobby ot
mishandling the vaccine program,
Rauh added-

"E\en more appalling is Mrs.
Hobby's crude attempt to fseape
public disfavor by indulging in the
ordnary barracks type of buck-
passing. Her first failure -nas in
failure to take responslblitv
Equally incredible is her serene den-
ial that the responsibility and the
failure were hers in the first place "

AK devised or presented by Mrs.
Hobbv's department, Rauh said,
most administration health propo-
sals "haie been transparent public
relations gimmicks."

He said the secretary "has done
nothing" about teacher salaries, pro-
posed an unworkable system to stim-
miilale school byilding and opposed
"reallv adequate" social security
benefits.
