Mass.,
July 17—<AP> MaftAAUchetts In-
stitute of Technology unwrapped
lant week one phase of the con*
tlnentnl defense research being car-
ried on for the government at Ita
supersecret Lincoln laboratory.

For the first time officials tojd of
the development of two radically
new methods of sending radio
waves—methods that "have tre-
mendous implications for conti-
nental air defense as well a* for
long range commercial radio com-
munications."

The new methods make use of
the fact that the ionosphere 50 to
60 miles high ''reflects" high fre-
quency signals back to earth* Thus
it becomes possible to transmit alg-
naU over the horizon—beyond the
Hne-of-fttKht limit.

Laboring Sine* 1950
Behind th*> heavily guarded

gates of Hound Hill, former estate
of the Ute Col. Edward H. R.
Gieen—son of the fabled "Wizard
of Wall St." Hetty Green—scien-
tists has been laboring since 1950
on communications for the contl*
nental defense system. The estate
was given to MJ.T. in 194ft.

Uncoln laboratory is operated by
MJ.T. for the Defense department
under an Air Force contract
Round Hill i* the largest of the
laboratory's field stations—some of
which are as far away as Iowa
and Texas.

Until now, although huge radar-
type antennas blossomed on the
Round Hill skyline, "security for-
bade any mention of the work.

Especial-
ly under Arctic conditions, conven-
tional shortwave radio communi-
cation* may b« out of service for
several days at a time."
