Shortly hefore the two-hour par-
ade began at the Cirque d'Hiver
^vhere the movie is being made, the
^lum press agents announced Gma
couldn't make it. The reasons they
gave ran all the way from "She
strained her back on tbe trampolm
yesterday" to "She was Up too laie
last night "

"When the parade began the cush-
ioned red aatm trapeze on Gma's
float was emptv. Her costars, Burt
Lancaster and Tony Curtis, wearing
•white tights, colorful capes and
smiles that appeared R little forced
wa\cd to almost silent crowds.

Most of tbe "ahs" and "ohs" were
saved for the lions, tigers, giraffes
and \vart boss pulled alons in eight
slow-moving trucks -with some sni-
vel-hipped dancing girls Things liv-
ened a bit in hen Mexican actress
Katy Jurado. actually wearing pink
tights, boarded Gma's float.

Then in front of the Louvre, a
black and ^vhite police car whizzed
up.

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Atoms for Peace Sessions
Opening in Geneva Today

GEXEVA, Au«r. 7—(AP> A Rus-
sian scientist said todax ;h« com*
mercia! power iitoraic icactor an-
nounced by his country sometime
aso could actually produce pcv, er
at costs competitive vuth those «>t
certain "t>mal!" power plants Utiliz-
ing con\entional fuels.

This \\ould make Rusi-ia the fust
nation nctuaJly to demonstrate
commercially economic power even
cr> a. iiDiv!.i,d baai>.

The feat ascrioed to Russia con-
stituted one of the major high-
lights on the eve ot the inteinaUon-
al stems for peact- conscience in
whicli more than 70 nations ar«
combining to shon the Dr. Jekyll

of the "dual pei&onality" evil-
humane atom. The meeting takes
place just 10 years after the fus t
atom bomb nai. Stopped on 'HitO-
jhima.

No Boasting Seen
The Russian scientist did not

his statement with ativ ap-
paient spmt of boastfulnes1; In
fact, he made it only in lesponse
to questions by lepoiteis.

Physicist Eovia Eaturov, \\ho de-
scribed himself as "a \ \otkcr ]n the
system of Academv of Sciences'1
which conducts Russia's e n t n f e
atomic progiam, said the 5000-hilo-
wat t power plant, eome\\hete near
Moscow, cotild produce power aC
costs that would he compctitu e
witn srnall conventional fuel pow-
er plants in ateas considerably re-
moved from the sources of such
Cuals.

An Ameiican Atomic Lnergy
commission off icial , informed of
the Russian scientist's statement,
saitt KusMa "scooped us and that's
all there is to it" in beinjr the lust
to make a claim of having built a
wholly commercial povv er reactor
producing as much as 5000 kilo-
walls of electticity. That's enough
to fill the needs of a community
of at least 10,000 people.

But the AEC official declared
the United States could actually
build one if it wished and "if it had
the incentive" from the standpont
of theie being difficulty in tians-
portmg conventional fuels.

He said conventional power costs
in Russia aie now highei than
those in the United States because
of gicater distances involved in
transporting fuels to some areas
and also because some of the rivers
used in transporting some of Rus-
sia's fuel flow m directions oppo-
site to the route of the caijro «hips

The Russian scientist also told
repoiteis his countly Is now bUlld-
mp a power reactor designed to
produce 100000 kilowatts of electri-
city. He offered no statement as to
whether this larger lype was ex-
pected to be economically competi-
tivp with conventionally fueled pow-

er plans cf comparable electrical
capacity.

The United States is building a
60000-kilowatt power plant near
Shippingport, Pa American atomic
officials say it is not expected to
produce competitive power, but
that it and othpr reactors in the
American development program
"ar? expected to point the way" to
euch competitive power.

Other Highlight* Lt*ted
Among- other highlights of the

peacetime alom conference »pon-
sored fay the United Nations and
grpwinp out of an original sugges-
tion made by President Eisenhower
In 195S:

1. The United States re\ealed
for the first time all "essential' de-
tai's of live different types of pO«-
er reactors by ivhich'thc frovern-
ment's atomic program hopes to
point out m?ana of achieving eco-
nomic power from the atom, not
only for limited use in certain areas
but for general use

Also f=ho\vn bv the Americans
wcie designs of a number of reac-
tors being "senouslv considered" by
certain representatives of American
industry for construction under
ptivatp finance

2. The United States showed for
th? fir^t time—for all the world's
technician's to ^ee—details ot tech-
nique for fabricating- uranium fuel
element for use in the American
government's teactor program. An
AEC official told a reporter fabri
cation of the uranium into suitable
formi constitutes "the heart" of the
entire power program

3. Great Britain, describing its
recently announced in \ ear atomic
power development program, said
that ' by 1965 it is expected that 5
percent of the (nation's) electrical
supply \\ill come from nuclear pow-
er stations. Bv 1975, 25 ner cent of
the supply will be produced from
nuclear sources "

The conference aetualv does not
open officially until tomorrow, but
these details, and others, were ob-
tained in a press preview of official,
scientific exhibits sponsored bv ap-
proximately 20 of the TO-odd natJcns
patticipaling- in the conclave Ses-
sions dealinc M ith scientific re-
ports will begin tomorrow, continu-
ing until Aug 2fl
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GENEVA, AUE. 7—fAPl A Unit-
ed Nations official estimated todav
that documents for the atoms-for-
peace confeience will total 50 mil-
lion words and 200 toss of paper.
This, the official said, is "prohablv
the most loimidable documentation
Of any conference, anywhere, any-
time,"
