An open pan of powdered char-
coal or activated carbon is great for
removing odors^rom the inside of
a refrigerator.

A good' rctnover for stains on
bathroom and kitchen fixtures can
be made by dissolving- one ounce
of oxalic acid in one "quart of water.

When mixing mortar, try replac-
ing about 10 percent ot the Port-
land-cement with hydrated lime.
This won't decrease the strength-of
the mortar enough to amount to
anything but it will produce a mor-
tar that is easier to work with than
the ordinary straight cement mor-
tar. Mortar, by the way, is one part
cement to thiee parts said.

Don't use standard cut flooring
n&ils^fo fix a squeak in a floor be-
cause if the t nail fails to do the

^trick, its shape will make matters
worse. Use either rosin coated fin-
ishing nails or spiral nails for
equeaky floors.

If you have a narrow-garage, try
painting a line right down the cen-
ter of^the floor, and up the center
of th*e wall at the end. This will
serve as a guide line when enter-
ing and leaving the garage and
cave a lot of dented fenders.

When painting iiouse siding,
brush with the grain of wood, not
at right angles to*it. "

The theory—and lief one could
eveV "bother ,to question \ it as t a
theory—has always been~ that the
ideal bullet for surety of hitiing un-
der brush'y conditions, which is to
say the thickish second growth con-
ditions under which whitetail deer
are-hunted much* of the time—is a
long slug. Let's say one that's four
time& ag long as it ts^fat, a bullet
heavy enough,to plow"along,-blunt-
nosed pojas to be less'likely to de-:
tJect on light contact, and moving
at sufficiently low velocity so there
is no!tendency/to'blow up over a
chance meeting with a maple sapl-
ing. That's a fine theory, properly
Upheld,by everyvform of logic.

But it's mighty hard to prove out
by controlled' experiment, real
scientific-like. Any number of peo-
ple have stuck up cardboard deer
silhouettes behind brush piles and
whanged away at 'em with assorted
rifles throwing assorted bullets at
various speeds.

They've burned a lot of powder
and busted a lot of brush, but never
really settled anything because the
experiment wafcn't set up so that
each and every bullet encountered
