- Th« "$'' *tandi for all thi eco-
nomic factor* in. your lift. Th«
-f- itand* for ail tht psycholog-
ic*! factor*, favorablt and unfa-
vorable.

How does thi* apply to you— as;
an investor today or in the fu ture?
Out of hi* book. Tv« pulled these
*i(rnificant point*:

(1) Don't buy stocks because, it
seem* the th inp to do. Don't be
"shamed" Into conforming. In the,
«tock market, thi* doesn't, pay off .

(2) Appreciate your own aim*.
If your major desire I* to main-
tain a happy position in .your own
social group, don't take the larger
risks required to reach a higher
status'. You'll just make -yourself
anxious. . ,

(3) LT n <I'e r * t a n d the Import-
ance of ,the ajre factor. A younjr
man wi th «everal chance* to re-
coup if he fret* cleaned out can
take more risks than an older man
in hi* 50* or 60*.

A* an amateur investor, do
not try to compete with the profe*-
«ional trader*. Tradinjr require* a
nimbleneas, decisivene,'* and con-
t inuinp attention beyond the av-
erage investor's scope.

(5) Do. if you're a deliberate, pa-
tient, unexcitable person, consider
«. policy of buyinR-and-holdint; top-
notch stocks.

(6) Make up your mind at the
very bexinninj: if you are psycho-

worth logically prepared for nska-and

aged.- Tour trums. remember, are
soft ti»sue». Th« coarse bri*tie« of
a toothbrush can ea»ily »cratch the
surface.
