In the center of the
set are a number of imposing
fluted columns which give
depth to the setting.

On the right is a paneled
wall. As part of the paneling,
there are three backboards
which, when not being used, are
part of the wall. These, as so
many millions already know,
are used by Bishop Sheen to
Illustrate his weekly talk.
